Guidelines/Rules and Regulations for Celtic Spirit Dancers/Ireland Tour 

Revised June 4, 2010
1. All participants must be 10 years of age AND have been a member of Celtic Spirit Dancers for minimum of 3 years prior to the travel date (March/April 2012). Those dancers meeting one of the above requirements and wish to travel with the group should still express interest (via the application). 

2. Applications for participation are required and must be completed in full. Applications will include general information, contract of commitment and waiver of liability. 
3. Travel dates will be dependent on the schedule of the World Irish Dancing Championships 2012 and the workshop dates by Irish dance teachers in Belfast. These dates have not been announced but as soon as they are available they will be posted. Prior experience places the Champion event usually during 1/2 of the last week of March and into 1/2 of the first week of April.  

4. Celtic Spirit Dancers will have no impact on dates. Dates will be determined based on #3 above in combination with the Group Travel Agency. All selected participants MUST travel during the designated dates. Travel may occur during school time.  

5. Participants selected will be based on meeting the requirements in #1 above. Those who are either 10 years of age OR have been a member of Celtic Spirit Dancers for a minimum of 3 years will be screened and selected based of dedication to Irish dancing and/or availability of space and adult supervision. 

6. Completion of the application and invitation to participate does NOT guarantee travel in 2012. Selected participants MUST show continued dedication and progression in Irish dance leading up to the travel date through participation in ALL Celtic Spirit activities AND Feis AND ALL fundraising activities/events. 

7. A confirmation date will be required and cancellation after this date WILL result in a financial penalty to be paid out of pocket (i.e. not from participation of fund raising activities). There will be no accepted reason for cancellation after the confirmation date. 

8. Selected participants must travel with the group according to the group itinerary. Those who have been selected and confirmed but decide to make alternative travel arrangements because of work, school and/or extracurricular activities will fall in the category of # 7 above. In addition to the financial penalty, traveling outside of the group dates will mean that the participant will be responsible for their own scheduling of hotels, airline tickets, event tickets, insurance. Celtic Spirit Dancers will NOT be responsible for dancers who wish to attend but not attend as part of the group itinerary, including travel dates. 

9. Dancers who do not meet the requirements in #1 above and have not been selected for group travel in #5 above but still wish to attend will be responsible for their own fees and for providing their own supervision. Communication regarding flight times and itinerary activities during the time in Belfast WILL be communicated to these individuals for the purposes of satisfying the Irish dance experience. 

10. If a selected participant fails to meet the requirements according to #6 or cancellation by a selected participant occurs, their space will be given to dancers who fall in #9 above. Selected participants who fail to participate in ALL activities AND Feis AND fail to show dedication to Irish Dancing on a continual basis prior to travel WILL be removed from group travel and NO monies collected through fundraising activities will be refunded AND their space AND any fundraising activities will be given to another dancer. If another dancer is not available to take the spot or the confirmed deadline date has passed, the 'removed' participant will be responsible for cancellation expenses out of pocket. This will be the same procedure for those selected who cancel after the selection date. 

11. An Ireland account will be established and updates on monies raised, expenses, total and individual balance owing will be provided to all selected participants. 

12. In the event of cancellation due to lack of GROUP funds (not individual balance owing) or an act of God, all monies raised through fundraising activities will be held in trust to go towards future events for Celtic Spirit Dancers.
